MINUTES OF LEAGUE COUNCIL MEETING MONDAY 9th January 2012

Mrs. C Burridge.
1. Minutes of last meeting;
The minutes of the last meeting were read out and agreed as a true record. Proposed by Mr. A Young. and seconded by Mrs. Norman.
2. Matters arising.

None recorded

3. Correspondence:
Mr. Webster reported that he no longer receives a League Statement from the KCFA, but has access to the FA admin area where all player team and club suspensions can be found. He will do weekly checks on this.
Letter read out from KCFA concerning a charge against a coach in our League. Case has been proven and the club concerned notified. The necessary fines have been issued by the KCFA

Rochester Rangers; Letter received from Rochester Rangers stating they will not be continuing in the League. Mr. Webster pointed out they are in breach of Rule 14(b) and such are liable to a fine of up to £250. Members agreed to wait for the criminal proceeding outcome before making any judgment.

Letter from Guru Nanak Concerning referees’—No further action

Mr Webster reported that an under 16 player had been found to playing whilst on a FA ban. Mr Webster had already sent the necessary paperwork down to the KCFA . Two games are affected. One on the 11th December which was an Easter Cup Game and 18th December a league Game. 

League council was very concerned that this had happened, particularly in the under 16 division. They unanimously agreed to use the full options available to them in the rule book under rule 8(o).

The match on the 11th December- Result overturned, game awarded to the opposition any goals scored removed from the totals plus £25 fine

The Match on the 18th December ; Result overturned, game awarded to the opposition any goals removed from the total plus £25 fine

10 points to be deducted from the League total 

Mr . Webster will inform the club concerned via letter.

4.Finance;
Mrs. Burridge was not present but had previously reported there was no change to the accounts from the last meeting.

5. Child Welfare Officer:
Mrs. Norman reported that there were no outstanding issues. 
6. Registration Secretary:;

Mr. Burridge reported that he had was called upon at home by a manager for registration cards at 8.45am Sunday morning.. He would like all clubs to be reminded that no registrations will be carried out on a Sunday and only up to 4pm on a Saturday.
Mr Webster will send out and email to all clubs.

8. Fixtures.

(i) Youth.

Mr Young reported that he had a few fixtures to reschedule from postponements just before Christmas. All other fixtures were up to date and going well.
Rochester Rangers fixtures would be awarded as they arise.

(ii) Mini Soccer

Mr Webster reported that all the New Leagues were up and running with all the fixtures displayed.. He would again look to some Saturday fixtures in March as last year to ensure all the teams at the Bat & Ball can complete their home games. Clubs will be asked their availability for Saturday games later in the season. The old “pre Christmas” league can still be view on FA Full time website. 

Questions had been raised with regard to medals for the teams that finished first & second before Christmas. Teams were concerned as they finished second but had not completed all the games. All agreed that any medals given out would be the same for all. 

Mr Webster stated that it was agreed at the secretaries meeting that the final positions would be taken as of 18th December despite any unplayed games.
(iii) Cups:
The Mini soccer League and Supplementary Cup Finals will take place at the Bat & Ball Sunday 15th April. Mr Webster will look to make a fun day again with clubs invited to run a stall etc. Mt Young will arrange a bouncy castle again.  

The Girls Grammar School was proposed for both the youth league and supplementary finals. Mr Webster has had a verbal conversation with Mr Harvey and will write to him with the request for both days.

St Johns school would be used for Easter Cup finals if available.

The issue of Rochester Rangers cup run was raised. It was agreed to remove all fixtures and results concerning Rochester Rangers in the Easter Cup Group. The table would be adjusted accordingly. This only involves one result against Real Gima.

Members agreed that as Rochester Rangers had made a semi final in the League Cup, the team that they had eliminated in the quarter final should now progress. Real Gima will therefore progress into the semi final against Dartford YMCA. Mr Webster will advise Real Gima.

(iv) Supplementary Cup

Supplementary Cup teams were chosen from the bottom of the Leagues as at 18th December. Under 15 & Under 16 teams will progress direct to a final. All other teams will have a semi final in March, date to be confirmed

9. Bat & Ball Officer 
Mr Webster reported that last weekend was the busiest on record for the Bat & Ball with 17 games completed throughout the morning. 

Planned building works are scheduled for the end of of Feb early March. Pitch No 3 will close during this time. 

Extra games can be played on the remaining four pitches together with Saturday Fixtures. It may mean some afternoon kick off times . ie 1pm

The pitches are in a good condition and Mr Webster would like to thank all teams for adhering to the rules when warming up etc. Some outside parking issues exist and Mr Webster will email all clubs

10. Referee Secretary.

Mr. Goodman reported no problems at this time, although he was finding allocating referees harder this year. Nearly all of the games were covered. He has potentially two new referees in the pipe line. 
11. Charter Standard Officer.
Mr Adams outlined courses planned for the future. The Linesman course was due to take place on Thursday 19th January. So far only 6 bookings had been received. All agreed to cancel the course.

The Safe Guarding Workshop is planned for Thursday 23rd February. 10 places have been booked so far, the course can hold a max of 24. Cost of which is £25 per person.

Mr Adams would like to run a first aid course in March at the Bat & Ball, dates to be confirmed.

A level one coaching course would be run in the summer. Probable dates are 2nd & 3rd June , 9th & 10th June.   

Mr Goodman asked if a level two would be considered. All agreed would be run if enough interest could be sought.

Mr Adams gave an update on the club Charter standard progress. There are 5 clubs still waiting to obtain the Charter Standard mark although some of these are very close to finishing.

Mr Adams asked that all clubs be reminded that as we are a charter standard league all current member clubs must obtain charter standard status before the start of next season. Failure will result in the suspension of all that clubs fixtures. Application forms submitted before the end of May will stop that from happening.

Mr Webster will email and advise all clubs via email.
Current Charter Standard Clubs will be due a health check by 1st March 

12. Any Other Business.

Mr .Webster asked about the possible quiz night. A date of Saturday 25th Feb was agreed at the Bat & Ball. Teams of 6 with a max of 8. Cost of £5 per head. Mr Webster to email clubs.
A case of wine for the winners with possible medals or cup.. 

Mr Young asked if the Bat & Ball could display numbers on pitches. This was considered impractical; Mr Webster stated a pitch guide was available to download on the website. The same guide is displayed on the door of the Bat & Ball every Sunday.

Mr Young also advised that the Colyer Colts under 9 team was experiencing player problems.

Mrs. Norman advised that Ian Gay ,a former committee member and chair of Gravesend Spartans, lost his father on Christmas Day. 

The League wished to extend its sympathy on his tragic loss. Flowers will be sent on behalf of all at North Kent Youth League.
